Within the framework of the German-Georgian Financial Cooperation and EU support to Georgia, the municipalities of Rural Ajara will benefit from
the modern standards of water supply and wastewater infrastructure.

The JSC Ajara Water Alliance, the implementing agency of the programme, has already carried out one of the main parts of the works for
semi-urban areas and rural villages in Ajara during 2020 together with the assistance of the consultants’ offices.

Within the framework of the programme, in order to create the renewed water supply and wastewater systems, the projects for the following
villages and semi-urban areas of Ajara have already been designed:

Khulo

Shuakhevi

Keda

Khelvachauri

Kobuleti

The Public awareness campaigns have been held in aimost 150 sites with the participation of various villages’ representatives, regarding the project
milestones, as well as the responsibilities and liabilities of each project party. As defined under the project, the active participation and involvement
of the population at all stages of its implementation and further maintenance of the system is an utmost requirement. The village that agrees with
the terms and conditions of the projects confirms its readiness by signing the relevant document.

The vehicles and O&M equipment and repair materials are being purchased to ensure smooth implementation of the planned repair and training
works, to ensure an effective solution of the technical issues in the municipalities.

An international tender for the rehabilitation works across Ajara will be announced in early 2021 and technical works will begin as soon as the
tender is completed.

The Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Treatment Programme Ajara, improves the quality of life in the region of Ajara, reduces the negative
impact on the environment and creates new perspectives for tourism development.

The website of Ajara Water Alliance JSC is also scheduled to be completed by the end of this year.
