At this stage of the programme design works have been finalized already in the villages of 
Dioknisi, Kveda Vashlovani, Okruashvilebi and Duadzeebi in the Municipality of Khulo; the 
village of Tibeta in Keda; the villages of Kirnati and Kobaleti in the Municipality of Khelvachauri 
and in the Mukhaestate settlement in Kobuleti.
