Cultural heritage monuments in the Rural Ajara Water Supply and Wastewater
Treatment Program areas

The Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Treatment Program in Ajara is the first of its kind in Georgia and aimed at creating modern
Water supply and wastewater infrastructure, following international best practice and EU Standards, in the Rural and
Semi Urban areas of Ajara.

The Program will significantly contribute to eco-tourism development in Rural Ajara. Several objects of Ajara cultural heritage are in the
39 villages and 5 semi-urban dabas in the Program area. The rehabilitation works and related infrastructure create new opportunities for
the development of cultural and historical tourism in these settlements along with agritourism and eco-tourism.

As extra-ordinary examples of cultural heritage we would like to present the monuments of cultural heritage in the village of
Milisi and Uchkhiti, Keda.

There is a historical madrasah in Milisi, which was used as an educational institution and a chapel in the 20th century, and later only as a chapel.

There is another historical building in the municipality of Keda- the wooden mosque of Uchkhiti built by a local wood
craftsman after the Russian-Turkish war.

Ancient monuments of cultural heritage in the form of bridges can be found in the village of Varjanauli in Shuakhevi, in the village of
Kirnati in Khelvachauri and in the village of Okruashvili in Khulo. The village of Kvirike in the Municipality of Kobuleti, is notable for its wooden
mosque built by a Laz master in the 19th century.

Thanks to the multifaceted history of Ajara, it is possible to enjoy a touristic excursion that combines history, culture, ethnography
agricultural activity and biodiversity of the region and the country, as well as tangible and intangible monuments of cultural heritage protection.

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

“Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Programme-Ajara” is co-financed by the German Federal Republic Government
