Village Chakvistavi, Municipality of Kobuleti

If you're eager to discover the harmonious fusion of nature, culture, and outdoor action, that promises an unforgettable journey into
the beauty of Georgia's untouched wilderness; you must visit the village of Chakvistavi. This charming village is nestled on the banks
of the Chakvistavi River and is completely embedded in the breathtaking expanse of Mtirala National Park.

Known as "The Weeper" due to its frequent rainfall, Mtirala National Park stands as a true natural wonderland and is acclaimed as the
most humid spot in Eastern Europe.
