Ajara's Path to Sustainable and Modern Utility Services

Much of Ajara's water and wastewater infrastructure dates to the Soviet era. Some of the water supply networks have exceeded their
50-year lifespan, resulting in frequent breakages. On average, more than half of the untreated water is lost due to leakages. Moreover,
in rural areas hardly any centralized water supply system exists at all. This situation has given rise to an urgent need for investment in
the Ajara water system.

Following the Soviet era, the responsibility for maintaining the system fell upon local villages, and later, the municipality administration
provided support. While these efforts have kept the systems running, it's evident that a fundamental overhaul is essential to ensure a
safe and reliable water supply.

However, the challenges don't stop with aging infrastructure. Newer issues have emerged, including concerns about water safety, the
necessity to fortify the system against climate-related challenges, addressing water scarcity, and integrating innovative and tailored modern
technology to enhance service quality and affordability.

In addition to dealing with the backlog of aging infrastructure, there's a pressing need for investment and action due to several factors.
This includes adhering to European Union directives and standards concerning water and wastewater management.

Recognizing the importance for change in water and wastewater infrastructure, the Ajara Water and Wastewater Treatment Program is
set to tackle these issues. Substantial financial resources, will be dedicated to upgrading and new construction of water and wastewater
systems. These investments and improvements are poised to facilitate the achievement of a multitude of objectives.

Under the Program, 5 semi urban municipality centers and 39 rural villages in Ajara will be equipped with high-quality water and wastewater
services, addressing a long-standing need in these communities.
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GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

“Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Programme-Ajara” is co-financed by the German Federal Republic Government

through the KfW Development Bank and by the European Union.

The Programme aims to create modern standard water supply and wastewater treatment systems in all municipalities of Ajara.
“Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Programme-Ajara” is being implemented by the JSC “Ajara Water Alliance”.

The mentioned Programme will have an essential contribution to the improvement of the level of life, health and the hygiene in general
for the citizens of the villages in Ajara as the Programme will keep the environment safe through avoiding contamination and pollution
of the environment and water bodies by directly discharged effluent.

The content of the Programme “Rural Water Supply and Wastewater Programme-Ajara” is unique in Georgia with its

potential to influence the water supply and wastewater infrastructure development in the villages of the region.
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
