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AJARA RURAL WATER AND WASTEWATER PROGRAMME

IMPLEMENTATION OF CONSTRUCTION WORKS IN AJARA

The construction of modern water supply and wastewater systems is actively underway in the highland villages and semi urbban areas
of Ajara.

Upon completion, 39 villages and semi urbban areas across Ajara will benefit from uninterrupted water supply and improved wastewa-
ter infrastructure.

In the highland regions, physical works are adapted to seasonal
conditions, which means they can be carried out only from late
spring until early autumn.

Once completed, the population will have access to 24-hour
water supply and reliable wastewater services. The quality of
drinking water will be treated and tested in accordance with the
applicable technical regulations of Georgia.

Currently, construction works are ongoing in the following settle-
ments:

e Kobuleti Municipality: Kvemo Kvirike, Ochkhamuri, Jik-
hanjuri, Tsetskhlauri;

e Keda Municipality: Semi urban area of Keda, Vaio, Milisi,
Uchkhiti, Khosopeli, Akutsa, Tibeta, Arsenauli;

e Khelvachauri Municipality: Kirnati, Kobaleti;

 Shuakhevi Municipality: Gomarduli, Tsankalauri, Zemo The program contributes to environmental protection, the devel-
Khevi, Brili, Chala, Tskarota, Skhephela, Ghoreketi, Varjanauli, opment of tourism in villages, and the creation of new jobs for
Zhanivri, Baratauli, Kviakhidzeebi; the local population, significantly improving living conditions.
